Papers submitted for publication shall conform to the standard language (British English) usage requirements, be edited and proofread. The paper may not exceed 8 pages in length, including figures, tables and references. Margins: Top-2,5 cm, Right-2,5 cm, Bottom-2,5 cm, and Left-2,5 cm. Papers should be send as follows: First author’s Surname_Name. Complete bibliographic information for all cited references is essential, fully referenced articles of original research. 
Theoretical background
References shall be given in the Harvard System of short references (e.g. Smith R., 1990) with a full alphabetical list at the end. If there are more than 3 authors, state the name of the first author and add “et al.”.  If a publication is authored by an organisation or has no author, the title of the organisation or publication and year of publication are indicated (e.g. European Agency, 2004). 

Materials and Methods

Research results and discussion
This part includes: text, tables, figures, formulae with references, data source references, evaluation of validity for calculations. This part may be divided in balanced sub-parts. Papers should be typed on A4 size paper, formatted with single columns, spaced 1.5 lines, in 12 point Times New Roman font. Do not add page numbers to your paper. We will insert them later. The paper may not exceed 8 pages in length, including figures, tables and bibliography. Displayed equations or formulas are centered and set on a separate line (with an extra line above and below). Displayed expressions should be numbered for reference. Titles of figures are placed below the figures. Figures and tables shall be centred. Figures should be prepared in black and white with not shaded background. The words ‘Table’ and ‘Figure’ and numbered.
